Rapa Nui cuisine is mainly based on fish and seafood, 
especially tuna fish and lobsters. The typical dish of 
the island is the “tunuaje”, which consists of fresh 
fish cooked on volcanic stones, accompanied by 
unpeeled potatoes, and poi, a sweet pudding made 
out of flour, pumpkin, and bananas.

Every year, during the first fortnight of February, the islanders hold this 
celebration to remember their ancestral customs, which remain alive in 
the eyes of the whole Rapa Nui community. A beautiful festivity, where 
each family group performs a series of tests in order to add points to the 
candidates for queen. They are several competitions and they practice 
some ancestral sports. In addition, they perform different cultural 
manifestations such as traditional dancing, craft making, gastronomy and 
sports.

The Robinson Crusoe, Alejandro Selkirk, and Santa Clara Islands are located 
at a distance of 600 km from the mainland. These islands arose from several 
volcanic explosions; its economy is based on lobster fishing. Robinson Crusoe is 
the only island of this archipelago with a permanent population. Approximately 
650 persons live on the island, all concentrated in the small village of San Juan 
Bautista. In 1935 the archipelago was declared a National Park and since 1977 it is 
one of the seven World Biosphere Reserves listed by the UNESCO.
